On May 29, 2019 Raji Shyam, Phd was presented with a $65,000 
starter grant from the Knights Templar Eye Foundation.  Doctor 
Shyam is a Post-Doctoral Fellow at the Joseph Bonanno 
Laboratory located at Indiana University School of Optometry.  
She is researching the causes and possible treatment of Congenital 
Hereditary Endothelia Dystrophy or (CHED).  

On January 18, 2020, Dr. Shyam attended the Newby-Avery-
Vaught Banquet with her husband.  Dr. Shyam was grateful for the 
opportunity to talk to non-scientific people about her work.  She 

talked about how 
much receiving 
the starter grant 
has meant to her 
work as a 
researcher. 

Dr. Shyam 
explained that 
CHET is where 
the cornea 
becomes cloudy 
and thick, and, at this time, the only treatment is a cornea 
transplant.  Since CHET usually occurs in children, 
transplants raise a host of issues including rejection.  Dr. 
Shyam knows that CHET is caused by the loss of the gene 
function SLC411.  She has proposed a model using gene 
injection therapy, and in January, has had some success! 

Dr. Shyam expressed her gratitude to all the Sir Knights for 
supporting the Knights Templar Eye Foundation.  She hopes 
to reapply for the grant as her work continues.
